AUDITION ADVICE - TYPES OF ACTS
e Use material that will appeal to a general audience!
e Singing/Musical Acts — up-tempo solos, duets, groups
o Objectionable/questionable lyrics or content = no consideration
o If using a backing track, make sure to use a karaoke/instrumental track.
Live music is preferred.
e Comedy/Novelty Acts — Steal ideas from tv, cable shows, comedy recordings
(watch content). Sketches, monologues, parodies, satires, etc.
Dancing Acts — jazz, hip hop, tap, novelty — audience appeal, uniqueness
Bands — rock, rap, reggae, R&B, alternative, country — Keep it relatively
mainstream for best results

AUDITION REQUIREMENTS:

e All acts will be limited to 2 audition minutes, so show us your
best 2 minutes.
Nobody is allowed to audition for more than 4 total acts.
No two auditioning groups may have the exact same members.
All acts must register digitally for auditions by Tuesday, 1/13
at 2pm in order to be considered. >

e \We will provide microphones and a piano. You are responsible
for bringing any other needed equipment.
